The Introduction and the body should use the APA (The American Psychological Association
APA Style) referencing style providing references to other sources of literature in the text, e.g. (Surname,
2015), Surname (2015) stated that ...

Figures (graphs, diagrams, etc.) are prepared using applications and are centered in the text. The
figures must be vivid, and with adequate contrast, inserted in the text and labeled with numbers in
brackets, e.g., (Fig.1). The title of the figure (the first word capitalized) is placed below the figure,
centered, in 12 pt. font.

It is obligatory to provide a reference to the primary source of the table or figure, or to the
publications which were used for producing the table or figure (e.g., Source: Author and title of the
source, publication place, year, page). The reference to the source is provided in 10 pt. font.

Tables and figures must be black and white, and vivid; the text must be in the Times New Roman
10 pt. font (the smallest size is 9 pt.).

1.2. Subsection heading

Tables and figures are placed near the text in which they are described. Tables and figures are
numbered in Arabic numerals using separate enumeration. There must be references to the tables and
figures provided in the text (Table 1). Tables are centered, and the text is in 10 pt. font. The number and
the title appear above the table, centered, in 12 pt. font.
